  Baptized and confirmed (or about to be confirmed) Christians who have 
spiritually prepared to receive the Sacrament of the Body of Christ through prayer and fasting and are not in a state of serious sin may receive communion – or come forward for a blessing.  The traditional Communion fast is kept from midnight the night before, or from noon for evening Masses.  Individual circumstances or health reasons may allow for a shorter fast – of not less than one hour.
